WARNING: VINES, SHRUBS, TREES & GRASSES to AVOID PLANTING!

If your property is like most American yards, it harbors at least a few and probably several of the plants listed on
this page — all of which are invasive and detrimental. Most come from Asia, but they are sold at your local garden
centers and also spread easily from backyards, neighborhoods and roadsides. They invade habitats and replace
native plants because they have left behind in their homeland the diseases and insects that control them there.

By contrast, our native shrubs, trees, perennials, and grasses fit naturally into the local ecology and provide leaf
food for the insects that form the base of the food web for our birds and wildlife. When invasive plants
outcompete natives, the ecosystem is disrupted. You can help mend your yard and your neighborhood’s ecology
by removing invasives and planting natives.

DIRECTIONS

Preheat oven to 325. Grease well, 10” Bundt pan with 1-2 Tbs. of cold butter.

With a mixer, cream butter and sugar until light and fluffy. Add lemon zest and vanilla.

Add the eggs one at a time, beating well after each addition to fully incorporate.

Sift together flour, baking soda, and salt in a separate bowl. Stir well before adding to wet ingredients.

Gradually mix the dry ingredients into the butter mixture, adding a few spoonfuls at a time
and alternating with buttermilk. Begin and end with the dry ingredients.

Stir in lemon juice.

Pour the batter into the prepared Bundt pan, spreading it evenly.

Bake on the middle rack for 1 hour and 5 minutes. Cake is done when it pulls away from the
sides of the pan and a tester comes out clean.

Prepare the glaze immediately after the cake comes out of the oven. In a small saucepan over
medium-low heat, combine the butter, sugar, and lemon juice, stirring frequently until the
butter is melted and the sugar is dissolved.

Poke holes in the warm cake and pour the glaze evenly over the cake. Let the cake cool
completely in the pan.
